“. .. pray therefore, the
Lord of the harvest, that
He would send forth
laborers . . .”
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Meeting in homes . is
not a new idea. It was how
the church began. In Acts !
we can read how they met
from ‘house to house’
worshipping and praying.
It's also how the church hasg
kept the fires burning in
former Soviet places like
Udmurtia.

This is a typical
arrangement in a few
Udmurt villages.
Someone’s home in a
village becomes a place for
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believers to meet, listen to God’s word and prigdany of them worry about having a building to
qualify them to be recognized as a ‘real’ chur@lo. buy land is very expensive for them and to be
given land would be a miracle. Sometimes a hondemated and it becomes a church; outside
looking like the homes around it, but inside a ‘b@wf prayer’.

In October our teams will be going into homésinbelievers to visit and exchange cultural
information about each other. Our prayer is thia¢tler the people that hear about the Lord through
these visits and begin going to a ‘regular’ church building or begin meeting in homes for Bible
study and prayer and possibly become a ‘house bhueither way that the Lord Jesus will call many
Russians and Udmurts to Himself. Pray that ‘tbedlof the Harvest’ will not only call laborers it
the harvest, but that He would indeed give the déstriaere in this land. Pray for a church planting
movement to begin here in one home and then mybliilblacross the land.
